Patient has not used any medications for this rash. Denied new or changing moles. No other skin issues today. PMH: unremarkable. Denies oral medications. 
PE: areas examined: scalp, hair, face, conjunctiva, eyelids, lips, neck, chest, axilla, back, abdomen, b/l arms and legs, nails
scalp-clear
multiple tan brown nevoid macules papules face, neck, back, shoulders, chest 
demarcated erythema shoulders and back
tan to violaceous patches, some irregular bordered and linear over b/l legs, dorsal feet, ankles

        ASSESSMENT/PLAN
1. Likely Phytophotodermatitis, legs
-eRx: Cutivate cream BID x 2 weeks 
-Gentle skin care, daily SPF
-Consider Bx if no improvement in few weeks

2. Nevi/lentigines/sunburn
-continue to monitor. FSE recommended, daily SPF and sun protective clothing discussed
